 The Book of Revelation uses highly symbolic language to communicate its message     

to the church in the first century as Christians were being persecuted. The author, who calls 

himself John (not the Gospel writer), wants to assure the community that Jesus lives, hope        

endures, and the final victory is theirs, if they are faithful to Christ. Turning away from him as a 

short-term expediency is not the solution, even though the allure of avoiding persecution may 

seem stronger than being true to Christ. 

 Some of the visions that John writes about, like the one we hear in today's  

second reading, are meant to reveal what is the final end for those who remain faithful and en-

dure the trial. They surround the throne and cry out in praise of God. They live  

in blessedness. One of the great comforts of this vision is the way in which John  

describes the throng gathered around the throne of God: "They were countless in  

number" (Rev 5:11). 

 In the Gospel today, we hear of the miraculous catch of fish made by the disciples  

after Jesus' resurrection. Standing on the shore, he directs them to lower their nets one more 

time, even though they had been hard at it all night. The result is that they haul in an incredible 

catch. The underlying theme of this miracle, as well as the message revealed in the Book of 

Revelation, is that God's mercy is without end. Through the resurrection of Christ, God wills 

that all people be saved. While the visions of the second reading from Revelation reveal the final outcome, the story of the Gospel 

today reminds us that we disciples have to keep cooperating with God's grace to help bring others into the fold. Then the words of 

Revelation, "They were countless in number," will truly come to pass.

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

I 
f you were at any of the Masses which I celebrated on Easter Sunday, you may have remembered my speaking 

about the fact that Easter is a time to hope in new beginnings. Allow me to recap some of the points I made in that 

homily. It is easy to have hope at the beginning of the season of life (just as it is easy to believe now that 2010 

might be the Metsô championship season), but as we get older, hope becomes increasingly more difficult because 

of the accumulation of disappointments, personal failures and the presence of toxic, cynical people in our life. The only 

way we can keep hope alive against the encroachments of disappointment, failure and cynicism is to practice the art of 

ñlooking past the evidence.ò The Eucharist is the school whereby we learn how to look past the evidence and see the  

presence of the risen Lord under the appearances of bread and wine. My final point was this:ñYou cannot be just an   

occasional Mass-goer and think that you have the ability to fight disappointment, failure and cynicism in your life, no 

more than I could walk onto Citi-field on Monday and think that, without practice, I could play shortstop in place of 

Jose Reyes. This is the school that teaches us how to look past the evidence. But we have to go to school every week!ò 

 

At the end of such homilies, I hold onto the hope that I might have convinced a few people within a standing-room 

crowd about the need to go to Church more regularly. But, as I write this homily the day after the second Sunday of 

Easter, I reflect on the fact that yesterdayôs attendance was fairly sparse. And if the whole of my homily could contain 

even more irony, the Mets are in last place as I write this article! 

 

Still, I hope, and, most specifically, I hope that we can reclaim the purpose and value of Sunday, the Day of the Lord. I 

truly can understand that in our culture, Sunday has become a ñcatch-upò day ï a day to catch up on shopping, sleep, 

recreation.  The days of our work-week are crammed with activity and our weekends are even more crammed to catch 

up with the responsibilities that could not be attended to during the week. So, I can understand when people might say, 

ñI know I should get to church, but I just donôt have enough time.ò I myself say the very same thing ï on a slightly           

different issue. ñI know I should pray more, but I really donôt have time!ò As I reflect upon my own situation, I realize 

that the problem is not that I do not have enough time. Sadly, the problem is that I do not have enough love! If I loved 

God more, I would find the time for Him, for I always have enough time for the things that I love. Itôs as simple as that. 

 

In todayôs gospel, Jesus has His last parting words with Simon Peter. ñSimon, son of John, do you love me more than 

these?ò Jesus was not simply asking if Peter loved Him ï Jesus knew that. But the question is specifically about loving 

Jesus more than these. Some scholars say that ñtheseò refers to the things about which Peter busies his life (after all, it is 

only a few days after the life-transforming encounter with the risen Jesus, and Peter still wants to go out fishing!). Peter 

how much do you love me ï more than fishing? More than your endless ñto-doò lists? More than spending time with 

family, friends and acquaintances? Do you love me enough to stretch out your hands and die for me? 

 

The gospel challenges me to ask myself the question, ñHow much do I love the Lord? How important is He in my life?ò 

For truly, my problem is not that I have a shortage of time ï I have a shortage of love which prevents me from finding 

the time. I have too many other loves in life that take a priority over God! I learned this lesson years ago from an eight-

year-old girl from the Bed-Stuy section of New York. She was being raised by her maternal grandmother who was dying 

of cancer. Her own Mom had to hold down jobs day and night to support her and her two brothers. There were no men 

on the scene (each of the three children had a different father who were horribly abusive to the children in varying     

degrees). I was asked to offer some kind of counseling to these children. Not knowing where to even begin to unravel 

the pain that these kids have already endured in their short life span, I took them to the local Church to ñmake a visit.ò 

Here we were, entering Our Lady of Victory Church and the eight year old girl broke free and ran down the aisle. 

Throwing herself on her knees before the crucifix, she prayed. When I came behind her, she tearfully looked up at me 

and said, ñI love God!ò Here I was ï I have the world on a string, and this girl who had absolutely nothing loved God! It 

was then that I realized that we who ñhaveò are far poorer than those who ñhave not.ò For with all that we possess, there 

is no room for God ï and therefore no room to find time for Him. 

 

But still, I have hope. I hope that the few who might read this would join with me in a prayer-crusade to reclaim Sunday. 

I am not sure what that means just yet, except that there is no strategy to bring people to the table of the Lord (including 

a beautiful Church renovation) that would be more effective than a prayer crusade. Maybe we can together discern what 

this might mean. I am open to listen. 
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Our ñRaise the Spirit ï Give Some Praiseò is featuring our Parish Social Ministry program this month. The incredible 

history of this program is such a testimony to both the power of the Spirit and to the responsiveness of the people of this 

parish to do something beautiful for God. It was the vision of Father Murphy that initiated this program back in 1986. 

Tina Cafaro was asked to come on board as a part-time worker as she began to look into the scope and mission of what 

was called back then ñParish Outreach.ò She called together parishioners for some brainstorming sessions both to              

surface and then prioritize the needs of the community. The emphasis in the early days was just that ï outreach . The 

organization of the parish food pantry, the initiation of a home health-aid program and visiting nurse program, the            

creation of food and gift drives at Thanksgiving and Christmas time, providing direct aid to those in need ï these were 

some of the tasks that Parish Outreach attended to right away. 
 

As the years went by, Tina began to see the wider scope of the ministry of outreach. More than just reaching out to help 

the needs of individuals in the community, she saw that there was a need for us, as a community, to become aware of the 

social issues that bring about poverty and powerlessness. By 1993, the ministry was renamed ñParish Social Ministry,ò ï 

more than just an outreach, the ministry begins to understand the teachings of the Church regarding social justice and the 

need to minster to the needs of others through spiritual means as well. The ñRound Table for the Common Goodò was 

established to lobby for various social and health-care issues. The ñRound Tableò has evolved into our Peace and Justice 

Ministry that even now continues to seek ways to bring about changes in public policy.  
 

By the late 90's, an Office of Spirituality evolved from Parish Social Ministry which later generated such wonderful           

programs in our parish as Thursdayôs Eucharistic Adoration as well as parish-wide prayer ministry that unites the 

prayers of church-goers and homebound alike. Those prayers placed in the prayer basket are to this day distributed to 

our homebound ï a powerhouse of prayer as people unite their sacrifices to the sacrifice of Jesus for the sake of others in 

our community. 
 

Parish Social Ministry works closely with Catholic Charities, utilizing the resources made available through this dioce-

san entity. Our social ministry office also works with other Christian denominations as well in our interfaith nutrition 

network. At one time, our ministry was closely tied to The Catherine OôNeill Inn, a place which housed three families in 

the ten year period of its existence. Presently, our ministry continues to work with the Interfaith Nutrition Network.  
 

Our present director of Parish Social Ministry, Elizabeth Wittish, worked first as a volunteer under Tina Cafaro.           

Elizabeth was able to build upon the great work started by Tina and expanded to several other areas of need, most       

particularly, the outreach to bereaved families. The Consolation Ministry (reaching out to those who recently lost a 

loved one), the Rainbows Program (reaching out to children who have experienced loss in their life) as well as other 

post-loss bereavement programs were further developed under Elizabethôs direction.  
 

Seven years ago, Elizabeth along with Claire Campo began Our Ladyôs Rosary Makers. Initially seen as an opportunity 

for our seniors to feel connected to our parish by their contribution of their time in making rosaries, this ministry has 

become a real focus of evangelization as these rosaries are distributed throughout the world. No longer the work of just 

seniors, we have rosary makers from ages 6 through 91! In Elizabethôs office, there is a world map with push pins             

indicating where the rosaries have been sent ï most recently even to Russia!  
 

The list of programs reaching out to others goes on and on. There is the transportation ministry, providing rides to            

doctors and health care professionals as well as rides to Sunday Mass. There is the annual blood drive where we host 

Long Island Blood Services and the Stroke Prevention screening. Deacon Ron has come on board to bring about a prison 

ministry, and to organize the collection of clothes and other basic needs for inmates who are released from prison.  
 

The needs in our area are increasing certainly with the changes that have occurred with the challenging economic times 

in which we live. In addition, Elizabeth sees the growing need for a more organized outreach to the Hispanic population 

in this area. There may be someone reading this column who hears the voice of Jesus tugging at their heart ï for there 

are so many ministries calling for involvement. Next week, we will detail some concrete ways you might become              

involved in our parish social ministry program. 
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
