Or, we can open our eyes and try to see the signs of God's p
to be victorious over all the forces of darkness and disappointment in our lives. The more you open your e
blessings of life, the more you open your eyes to look for and see the promises that God will not leave you 2
and in pain, the more you will rise from that tomb of -gétlf. But the decision is yours.

There are other tombs where we may find ourselves stuck. There is the tomb of brebdaugling over past hurt
past offenses. How easy it is to bury ourselves with the memories and the grudges of all those pathurays ir
which people have done us dirty. We just can't let go of those hurts and so we sit in the tomb of bitterness. §
it's not just brooding over the ways that others have hurtametimes we brood over our own past mistakaspas
we cannot undo but a past we keep reliving with horriblerselfoach. In next week's gospel, we'll hear about |
appearing to the disciples who are locked in the upper room.
