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ñJesus turned and saw them following him and said to 

them, óWhat are you looking for?ôò 

 

I  n todayôs gospel, John the Baptist points out 
Jesus of Nazareth, and two of his disciples, Andrew 

and an unnamed disciple, begin following Jesus up the 

road. Jesus turns and asks, ñWhat is it you are looking 

for?ò 

 

Can you hear Jesus ask you that question right now as 

you are reading these words: ñWhat is it you are look-

ing for in life?ò Do you know what it is that you are 

really searching for? Itôs probably the most important 

question we could ever ask ourselves! And yet, because 

of our distracted busy schedules, we donôt take time  

for the interior life, for allowing our Lord to help us 

uncover what it is we are seeking in life. 

 

Over the past few years, I have been asked to offer 

talks to parents of various grade-levels here in the         

parish. Increasingly I have found that a handful of      

people will excuse themselves in the middle of my talk, 

move across to the center aisle, and walk out of the 

Church building while I am talking. Sometimes people 

walk out after ten minutes ï sometimes closer to the 

end of my talk (about thirty minutes). I would not be 

honest if I told you that the behavior doesnôt distract 

me. Was it something I said? Or didnôt say? To these 

people I would love to ask, ñWhat are you looking 

for?ò In this channel-surfing culture that we have, I 

guess people can tune into Father Tony for ten minutes, 

get enough of that, and move onto the next event (but I 

would have thought that if you made the trip all the 

way out to the Church, you would at least stay till the 

end of the show. After all, my talks are commercial 

free!). But what is it that we are looking for in life?  

 

I certainly can understand the hectic agenda-driven 

lives of most people. People come to a parent meeting 

because it is on their list of things that they have to           

do. Then they move on to pick up the kids from some-

where because this is the next thing that they have to 

do. Then they go to the store to pick up cold cuts to 

make sandwiches for the next dayôs lunch because this 

is the next thing that they have to do. Then they check 

messages, answer e-mails, do a load of wash because 

these are the next things that we have to do. 

 

But what is it that we are looking for in life? 

 

When Jesus asks the question of Andrew and this            

unnamed disciple, ñWhat are you looking for?ò they 

reply, ñRabbi, where do you stay?ò I am convinced that 

they werenôt looking for Jesusô address; rather, they 

wanted to know where does his heart rest. Their initial 

meeting with Jesus must have swept them off their feet. 

There was nothing else that mattered ï there was            

nothing more important on their ñto doò list, because 

they found a man who radiated perfect peace. In Him 

they could perceive the inbreaking of the Kingdom of 

God! And they wanted some of that for themselves ï 

this is what they were looking for. ñWhere do you live? 

Where do you abide? Where can we get some of that 

peace and contentment in my own life?ò 

 

Jesusô answer is simple ï come and see. The whole 

point of his public ministry (at least as it is recorded for 

us in the gospel of John) is that He is the way to the 

Father. Where does Jesus live? He abides in the       

Fatherôs love ï his heart rests in the Fatherôs love. And 

this is what he wants for his disciples: ñAbide in me. . 

.as I abide in the Fatherôs love.ò (John 15:9-10)  

 

I invite you, as you read this, to become aware of your 

restless heart, your tired heart, your over scheduled life. 

Be aware right now of the resistance, the many               

objections that come to you from the voices of             

practicality, ñIf I donôt do this, who will?ò Where do 

these voices come from - from God? Know that there is 

a force, an evil spirit, that so wants to keep us in             

distraction, exhausted and ultimately in the discourage-

ment that we will never get around to accomplishing 

this never-ending ñto doò list in our lives. Eventually 

we will stop our running ï but I donôt want that to hap-

pen when I draw my last breath. I donôt want to see 

ñRest in peace,ò on my tombstone as the ironic testimo-

ny that I never took the time today to allow my heart to 

rest in the Lordôs love for me. Arenôt you looking for 

that rest now? Arenôt you thirsting for your heart to rest 

in the Fatherôs love for you? 

 

 After you finish reading this, just take a minute ï of 

course, five would be better and thirty would be heaven 

itself ï to be still, to sit in the Fatherôs love for you. 

Wouldnôt it be great if someday someone asked you, 

ñWhere does your heart rest? Where do you live? I 

want to have that peace which you have found in your 

life!ò

Now that the ñCold and Fluò Season has arrived 

 

1. If someone is ill or suspects that they may be ill, there is no obligation to attend Sunday Mass. God 

certainly understands! 

2. Receiving communion from the cup: This procedure for receiving communion cannot be simply 

eliminated because of health concerns. Consuming both consecrated bread and wine is the ritual that 

was instituted at the Last Supper and is appropriately reenacted at each liturgy. However, all commu-

nicants should be cautious concerning the manner in which the consecrated wine is sipped. Again, 

those who believe they may be getting ill must always refrain from taking the cup. Those who choose 

not to receive from the cup do receive the entire body and blood, soul and divinity of Jesus Christ in 

receiving the host alone. 

3. At the sign of peace, there are many people who are hesitant to shake hands. Charity must prevail. If 

you extend your hand to your neighbor, and your neighbor bows, then simply receive that bow as the 

gesture of peace! Most importantly, during this ritual gesture, let us truly pray and wish for peace for 

those persons around us at the time of the liturgy. That prayer will beautifully manifest itself in what-
