THE PASTOR’S REFLECTION

"When eight days were completed for his circumcision,
he was named Jesus, the name given him by the angel
before he was conceived in the womb."

here are so many traditions associated with

New Year’s Eve. When I was a child, it was

Guy Lombardo and the Royal Canadians, it

was having lentil soup and herring for luck. I
hated herring as a child -- and my family had to buy the
pickled herring which I hated even more! The only
thing that I considered lucky about eating herring was
if I were to be lucky enough to keep it down. And were
I to refuse the herring, I was always reminded,
“Remember what happened to Uncle Mike the year he
didn’t eat the herring on New Year’s Eve!”

But of all the traditions of New Year’s Eve was the
tradition of watching the crowd of people huddled in
Times' Square, waiting for the ball to drop, and my
precious father without fail would say, “Look at all
those crazy people out there. Look at them jumping up
and down in that freezing weather. They’re nuts!” And
every year, my father would say the same thing. Just
another tradition of New Years’ Eve.

But I invite you to hold onto that image of those
crowds of people jumping up and down in Times’
Square, and reflect with me that, what might appear to
be insane to some people, really is a powerful demon-
stration of passion. For whatever reason, these people
are passionate about greeting a New Year. There is an
enthusiasm -- a passionate hope -- that drives them to
stand out there in bone-chilling weather and countdown
to a promise of a better tomorrow. That’s passion!

I suppose that the older you get, the more the passion
does leave your heart and soul. Maybe we were that
passionate about something at one time or another, but
we have allowed that passion and enthusiasm to ebb
away from our heart and soul so that the majority of us
just blandly exist at this chronic low-level depression.
And we will sit on our couches and say, “Gee, I hope
next year is better than this year.”

Well, let me tell you about one who is passionate about
this upcoming year -- your loving Father in heaven. He
passionately waits to bestow upon you blessing upon
blessing upon blessing. He doesn’t sit there in heaven
and simply say, “Well, you people have made your bed
now lie in it. Don’t expect me to help you out — you’ve
made your own misery, now live with it.” He says, this

year as he has said every year, “I want to reach down to
save you.”

That is the beautiful message of today’s gospel. The
simple narrative of the gospel is that Joseph and Mary
bring Jesus to the temple to have him circumcised on
the eighth day and he receives the name Jesus, the
name the angel had revealed to Mary. The name Jesus
—  Yeshua — Yahweh saves. In that simple name of
Jesus is the passion of God revealed. I want to save
you. I want to reach down from heaven and set you free
from all the things that bind you, all the addictions that
enslave you, all the misery that keeps you locked in
darkness and sadness. I want to save you. Yeshua —
God has a passion to save and redeem and rescue you
in this new upcoming year. And that is something to be
excited about.

And the invitation or the challenge of today is that we
will be committed to reflect that passion in our own
lives. No, it won’t mean going to Times Square and
jumping up and down with the crowds — but that we
can find ourselves more passionately in love with Jesus
with this coming year. The Church offers us Mary as
the model of that kind of love here at the beginning of a
new year. There is the powerful bond of love between
mother and child. Mary stands here as the first of the
redeemed, gazing into the eyes of her redeemer. She
stands here as one whose heart wants nothing more
than to be in that forever loving union and communion
with her son. And she knows, in her heart, that she
holds the very gift of the Father’s love, a gift that will
change her life, a gift that will make her most blessed
among all women.

My personal hope and prayer for this upcoming year is
that I will come to see myself as blessed by my Lord,
by the gift of Jesus — Yeshua — the God who has
passionately come down from heaven and saved me in
every possible way that [ need to be saved in my life. If
I see myself so blessed, if I can imitate the example of
my Blessed Mother, then I know I will be putting aside
all the whining and the groaning and all the other
symptoms of having lived a life of chronic low-level
depression. The Lord God Yahweh has saved me in
Jesus, and as I live out this new year in that blessing,
may he rekindle in my heart a new fire, a new passion,
to become more intimately united with my Lord Jesus
today and every day in this new year.

An Invitation from the SPIRIT OF LOVE PRAYER COMMUNITY
The Spirit of Love Prayer Community (an outgrowth of the diocesan Renewal Program) will be meeting on
Mondays at 1pm in the Chapel (the Old Church) during the winter months of January, February and March
starting January 9th. Our group has been meeting in this parish since 1972.
We gather to give praise and thanks to our Lord God for His many blessings on us, our parish, our community
and our nation and for the redemption of all humanity through His Son, Jesus Christ, our Savior. The prayer
meeting is not a discussion group , a scripture study group, or a therapy session. The primary purpose of the
prayer meeting is worship. Jesus is the center of our attention at the meetings.
We invoke the Holy Spirit to direct our meetings. Scripture readings and songs are our principal prayer, but
we also ask the Lord for healings, physical, emotional and spiritual.

Jesus said, “Where two or three are gathered in my name, I am in their midst.” We are graced with a wonder-
ful guitarist and song leader, and we’re told by most who attend that they experience a deep peace and renew-
al after spending the hour in prayer focusing on Jesus’ love and mercy.
