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A 
uthor and famous speaker Matthew Kelly tells 

the following story. Once upon a time there 

was a man named Fred who went to Church on 

Sunday, and in the middle of Mass, Jesus 

spoke to Fred ï not in any words or voice, but in the 

depths of his heart. And Fred heard Jesus ask him, ñFred, 

do you want to be happy? Do you want to find peace, joy 

fulfillment in your life?ò And Fred said, ñOf course, Lord. 

My life isn't working right now and I want to be happy 

and find fulfillment in my life.ò And Jesus said, ñFine 

Fred. All you have to do to find that peace is change this 

in your life, attend to that and fix this other thing.ò  

 

And so Fred went away and he ignored what Jesus said. 

And the next week he came back to Church and Jesus said 

to Fred, ñFred, are you any happier this week than you 

were last week?ò And Fred said, ñNo, not really.ò Jesus 

then asked, ñDid you follow lesson one?ò And Fred      

answered, ñLesson one? Oh, that's right, Lord, you told me 

that if I wanted to be happy, I should change this, attend to 

that and fix this other thing. Well, to be quite honest Lord, 

I didn't get to any of that this week.ò So Jesus repeated 

Lesson One with Fred and Fred went home and he ignored 

it and he came back next week and Jesus repeated what he 

said to Fred and Fred went home and he ignored it and he 

came back the following week and Jesus repeated what he 

said and Fred went home and ignored it and he came back 

the following week and Jesus repeated what he said. 

 

The obvious point is simply this: there are many people 

who feel that they are stuck in life. And people blame           

other things as to why they feel stuck. Some people blame 

their family, others blame situations at work or losses in 

their life or depression ï and the list goes on. But the story 

simply suggests that the reason why we are stuck in life is 

because we simply do not accept the authority of Jesus. 

 

In todayôs gospel, St. Mark gives us an account of the  

earliest days of Jesusô public ministry. He hasnôt worked 

any miracles as such ï not giving sight to the blind or 

hearing to the deaf, nobody has been raised to life yet. 

There has been nothing about His ministry that would 

have turned any heads. But he stands in front of these peo-

ple in a synagogue and begins to teach and everyone is 

astonished: He teaches with authority. Right from the very         

beginning, people recognized that in Jesusô teaching, there 

was a key to living a more wholesome life. And His        

authority is so powerful that the forces that would other-

wise contradict him, the lies of the evil one, flee before 

His presence. And the people in the synagogue that day        

remark: ñA new teaching with authority ï He commands 

the unclean spirits and they obey Him.ò 

 

The question and the challenge that is put forth before us 

today is so simple: ñAre you willing to accept the authori-

ty of Jesus in your life?ò Well, you might ask, what exact-

ly does that mean? While we might not be like Fred and 

actually hear Jesus speaking directly to us, I think that  

Jesus really does speak to our hearts loud and clear if we 

were just to quiet our hearts for a moment and ask the 

question, "What needs to change in my life right now ï 

what attitude, habit, thought or pattern in my life is stand-

ing in the way of my experiencing peace and serenity right 

now?ò If you sit with that question long enough, Jesus will 

speak to your heart and he will direct you to take the next 

baby step. Maybe the Lord is inviting you to spend more 

quiet time in prayer. Maybe the Lord is saying to you, 

lighten up ï stop insisting that everything has to happen 

according to your time table. Maybe the Lord is saying 

ñStop your running, your over-involvement.ò Or, maybe 

the Lord is saying, ñGet involved!ò 

 

Now, nothing is going to change if nothing changes. And, 

the first step in making change in our life is to accept         

the authority of the Teacher who right now has laid out 

Lesson One in your heart. Submitting to the authority of 

one who is greater than me is not easy. It is not easy         

having that kind of docility. I have lived most of my adult 

life in my self-reliant delusions, believing that I can do 

things on my own terms. I donôt have to follow the blue-

print ï I donôt have to submit to any authority in my life. I 

can do things when I feel like it.  

 

Now if thatôs true in your own life, then what is the point 

of receiving Holy Communion? If I am not willing to         

submit to his authority, at least in accomplishing Lesson 

One, then what is the purpose of coming to communion? 

Is communion simply something I receive to make myself 

feel good, telling myself that at least Iôm doing something 

religious in my life? Or perhaps I believe that if I receive 

enough Holy Communions I will get better? That attitude 

reminds me of a strategy I once tried when I wanted to 

learn Spanish. I didnôt have the discipline of picking up a 

book and learning the language ï I just thought that if I 

watched enough of channel 17 I would eventually be able 

to speak Spanish! Remember, nothing changes if nothing 

changes. When Jesus gives me his body and blood, he is 

expecting that I will submit to his authority and begin to 

put Lesson One into practice. 

 

My friends let us believe that Jesus is teaching us even 

now with a supreme authority. Through the power of his 

loving us, may we take that first step.
