1. If someone is illor suspects that they may be ill, there is no obligation to attend Sunday Mass. God
certainly understands!
2. Receiving communion from the cup:This procedure for receiving communion cannot be simply

eliminated because of health concerns. Consuming both consecrated bread and wine is the ritual tha
was instituted at the Last Supper and is appropriately reenacted at each liturgy. However, all com-
municants should be cautious concerning the manner in which the consecrated wine is sipped.
Again, those who believe they may be getting ill must always refrain from taking the cup. Those
who choose not to receive from the cup do receive the entire body and blood, soul and divinity of
Jesus Christ in receiving the host alone.

3. At the sign of peacethere are many people who are hesitant to shake hands. Charity must prevail.
If you extend your hand to your neighbor, and your neighbor bows, then simply receive that bow as
the gesture of peace! Most importantly, during this ritual gesture, let us truly pray and wish for peace
for those persons around us at the time of the liturgy. That prayer will beautifully manifest itself in
whatever gesture we choose to give at thiscoramunion rite.
