 One of the classic images in a catalogue of stained glass art is that of the 

good Samaritan. Along with the prodigal son, and Jesus blessing the children, the 

good Samaritan is one of the most commonly reproduced artistic scenes. Within 125 

years of the first printed English Bibles the term "good Samaritan" came to have the 

figurative sense referring to anyone who helped a stranger in distress. Interestingly, 

the biblical text never uses the word "good" to describe the Samaritan. He is referred 

to as "neighbor" to the man who fell victim to robbers. Yet if someone refers to a 

person as a good Samaritan, we know instantly what is meant. 

 As we've all heard before, Samaritans were considered outcasts by Jews at 

the time of Jesus. Because they worshipped on Mt. Gerizim rather than in Jerusalem 

there were tensions between Jews and Samaritans that even escalated to violence 

that had to be quelled by the Roman occupiers. So it was a very pretty picture when the lawyer who questioned Jesus finds 

himself having to admit that it was the Samaritan who treated the robbers' victim with mercy. 

 What is our own understanding of who is our neighbor in the present day? The parable is such an enduring tale that 

its meaning has slipped into our common language. But that has happened at the expense of the story's punch line, and it is 

one that packs a real punch! Who are the outcasts or the despised in our day? What class of people have we found it difficult 

to accept? Or who might we find it easy to denigrate? The homeless? Immigrants? Muslims? Someone else? What if they 

were the Samaritan? Would we love the story as much if Jesus asked us today, "Which of these, in your opinion, was 
neighbor?" How would we answer?

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

S 
ometimes I wonder if I have "tamed" Jesus Christ, painting a picture of Him, through my homilies 

and reflections, that make Him seem so urbane, polite, and unwilling to offend. Repeatedly I keep 

saying that the Lord accepts us where we are at -- and this is true -- but, at the same time He is always 

challenging us to achieve more. Jesus knows the greatness of our soul and knows the capacities of 

the human heart even more than we ourselves know. I am afraid that my depiction of "gentle Jesus" neither 

does justice to the fiery soul of the God-man, nor does it help us in our own ascent to our highest calling.  

 

There is a real fire in the story that Jesus tells in today's gospel. Let us dare to allow that fire to set us ablaze 

(or, at the very least, scorch us just a little!). The gospel starts out with a scholar of the Law wanting to know, 

"What must I do to inherit eternal life?" One gets a sense that the "scholar" is not looking to be challenged at 

all; rather, he is seeking to know if, in fact, he is fulfilling the bare minimum that will give him an entrance 

ticket into the heavenly realm. One does not detect here a real thirst for holiness; rather, the question is posed 

as a beginning of an intellectual discussion amongst rabbis. One can picture the discussion taking place at            

afternoon tea: "Tell, me, Jesus, what do I have to do to get to heaven?" 

 

Jesus, the good rabbi that He is, always answers a question with a question: "What do you think the law says? 

How do you interpret the law?" After the scholar recites the answer he probably memorized when he was a 

little child, "Love God, love neighbor," the discussion goes deeper. "But because he wished to justify himself, 

he said to Jesus, 'And who is my neighbor?'" Because he wished to justify himself -- again, it's a polite debate 

amongst rabbis to determine how far does the law require me to go. What is the bare minimum I need to do 

here to get by? 

 

Watch out -- here it comes -- the knockout punch in the form of a story! A man, robbed and beaten to death, 

lies in the gutter. The priest and the lawyer, so consumed about the legal demands for ritual purity and the          

necessity to avoid contamination by contact with blood (imagine such an obsession even back then in a              

pre-AIDS-awareness society?), cross to the other side of the street. These two are obeying the law,                       

scrupulously avoiding what would make them unclean. The Samaritan, on the other hand, who thinks outside 

the box because he is outside the box, has no problem attending to the victim's needs. He binds his wounds 

and takes him to a local shelter for remedial care.  

 

But hold on -- let's not tame the story by applying the lesson that simply says, "Once in a while go out of your 

way for someone in need." The Samaritan doesn't simply dump the wounded victim into the local inn and then 

wipes his hands of any further responsibility for the poor soul. First, he spends an overnight at the inn taking 

care of his charge. Then, "the next morning," as the gospel tells us, he gives two silver coins to the innkeeper 

and says, "Take care of him. If you spend more than what I have given you, I shall repay you on my way 

back." There is no walking away from the situation; there is the determination to follow-up on the case until 

the need for care no longer exists. Love to the very end. 

 

Now, here comes the challenge of the gospel: if you are in the least bit concerned about inheriting eternal life, 

you have to act in a similar manner. So let's allow this gospel to scorch us a little bit. When someone in need 

enters (or is thrust) into my comfortable world, do I immediately begin to calculate, "How can I possibly get 

out of this situation? What excuses can I make up? After all, this is going to be too much more than I can            

reasonably handle!" When I meet someone in need, do I immediately ask the following questions? "How 

much is this going to cost me? How can I politely excuse myself from what I think will involve me more than 

I am willing to give? I don't see anyone else getting involved!" I know I have made my excuses in the past --   

I have a whole suitcase full of excuses I routinely pull out whenever I need to! However, I have an ever           

sickening feeling that my excuses are not going to hold up very well when I come face-to-face with Jesus         

at the end of my life.
