 We've all been to banquets where the waiters and waitresses scurry around to get the 

food served as quickly as possible. Whether it's a small funeral luncheon, a larger wedding recep-

tion, or a conference banquet with a thousand or more diners, the servers have their plan of how 

to deliver a hot meal in as efficient a manner as possible. A food service manager can explain the 

choreography involved in training a staff and the preparation that takes place for each meal based 

on the number and courses of meals being served. Even the occasional request for hot tea instead 

of coffee-that ubiquitous drink-is planned for and diagrammed. Every hospitality manager wants 

the service to go well. 

 In today's Gospel, Martha is a bit like that nervous hospitality manager. Jesus was a well

-known prophet with a significant following. He was welcomed by Martha at her home. Luke 

never says why. Did she have the biggest house? Was she hoping for some momentary fame in 

the village? Was she a relative to one of the many disciples? Did she know Jesus from an earlier 

encounter? Or did she bake the best lemon meringue pie? (Well, we know it wasn't that one.) In 

any event, Jesus was there, and Martha certainly wanted to make a good impression just like any 

host or hostess. At first blush, we might think Jesus' rebuke to Martha as a bit of a put down.  

Almost like telling folks at a conference banquet, "Listen to the speaker; ignore the waiters." But that is exactly what a good 

hospitality manager aims for, service personnel that are so competent that they are unobtrusive. And maybe that is the lesson 

we can take from the Gospel. We are to perform our service to God and neighbor in and unobtrusive, even unheralded, man-

ner. We go about our lives not bragging about what good we've done. We just do it.

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

"Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried about many things. There is need of only one thing." 

 

There is so much wisdom -- and consequently so much peace -- to be gained from realizing the difference between 

pain and misery. Pain or discomfort is something which is brought about by certain stressful situations that, coming 

from the outside, are thrust upon you. You have no choice over whether or not you will feel discomfort. Misery, on 

the other hand, is brought about by our reaction to painful situations. Misery is relentlessly holding onto the belief 

that this pain ought not to be! Misery is our own making, and, as a result, we do have a choice whether or not we 

will feel miserable over certain situations in our life. 

 

Of course, no one who is miserable wants to hear that their misery is the result of their own doing. We would much 

rather blame others for making us feel miserable -- or blame the situation that is causing the pain in the first place. 

"Yeah, you try to deal with this person or this situation and you see how you feel!" It is much easier to take on the 

victim role than to realize that maybe we are making ourselves miserable because of our holding onto expectations 

of what life ought to give us or how others ought to treat us.  

 

In today's gospel, Martha is miserable. She and her sister Mary invited Jesus to their home. Jesus takes the opportu-

nity to speak to the crowds and Martha is overwhelmed with all the tasks of hospitality. Her misery begins when 

she sees her sister sitting there at the feet of Jesus, totally enraptured by his words, totally unaware of the dispro-

portionate amount of work that is being carried out by her sister. "This isn't fair!" Martha thinks. And the misery 

mounts. "Isn't anyone going to say anything?" Martha mutters. And the misery takes hold of her heart. "Well, I 

can't take it anymore; I have to say something." Finally, Martha sputters, "Lord, do you not care that my sister has 

left me by myself to do the serving?  Tell her to help me." In her misery, Martha assumes that the Lord is totally 

unaware and perhaps even unconcerned about the unfairness of the situation.  

 

Imagine how Martha must have felt when Jesus said to her, "Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried about 

many things. There is need of only one thing." Miserable people are looking for someone to take their side, to com-

miserate with them or at least to tell them that they are indeed poor unfortunate victims of someone else's lack of 

sensitivity. Martha was looking for an ally -- and instead she is told that she is the cause of her own misery.  

 

If the response of Jesus to Martha in this situation does not sit well with you, if you were hoping that Jesus would 

have taken Martha's side and rebuked Mary, "Stop sitting here -- Get up and help your sister!" then maybe you 

have been steaming too long in your own misery. Maybe Jesus is challenging you to stop making yourself miser-

able by holding onto your measures and standards of fairness and equity. Surely, work has to get done -- and there 

are obligations and tasks that are placed upon our shoulders. Sometimes those obligations can even cause pain -- 

after all, life is not always easy! But what is our reaction to those situations where we find ourselves burdened? 

Can we accept these tasks and work through them? Or are we more inclined to hold onto our standards of what 

ñought" to be done and what others "should" be doing. Ought and should -- these are the chains we put upon our-

selves to make ourselves miserable. And how Jesus so longs to free us from that. 

 

"There is need of only one thing." If that could be a mantra playing over and over in our head the next time we get 

overwhelmed by all the things that we have to get done. Maybe the tasks of daily life would take on less of a sense 

of exigency; they would be seen in their proper perspective as moments of a day that are nowhere near as important 

as we make them. There is need of only one thing -- the living bond of friendship with Jesus -- a bond that can free 

us from the chains of resentment, anger and self-pity. In our states of misery, we convince ourselves that our needs 

will never be adequately met. But, in fact, the one thing and the only thing we really need in life is a gift that is al-

ways ready to be given to us if we were to but ask.  

 

Yes, the tasks have to get done -- the chores need to be accomplished. But first, make sure that you are getting your 

deepest needs met -- and that need is met with a living, real relationship with Jesus. In that relationship, all these 

tasks can be accomplished, not in a state of misery, but in a state of gratitude and even joy!
