 People have lots of prayers that they would like answered. Whether it is  

petitions written into the Book of Intercessions at church, requests made of a priest or a 

friend, entreaties offered to God before bed, or appeals made in the midst of a crisis, we 

are always looking for an answer. Sometimes we pray knowing what we want, like a 

child sitting on Santa's lap with a list of Christmas toys. And many times we pray with 

the expectation that God will see things our way and give us what we ask for.  In this 

week's Gospel, Jesus teaches his disciples about prayer. Luke's version of the Lord's 

Prayer is a little different from Matthew's, but it is essentially the same. In Jesus' method-

ology, prayer starts with praising God (hallowed be your name) and then asks God to do 

what God wants (your kingdom come). Only then does prayer move on to posing our 

requests for God's consideration (give us each day our daily bread). And finally we ask 

for God's help (forgive us our sins). The Lord's Prayer became so much a part of Chris-

tian praying that the Fathers of the Church (early Christian writers like St. Augustine, St. 

Gregory, and St. Leo the Great) recommended that if a person couldn't remember any 

other prayer (like a psalm) he or she should just pray the Lord's Prayer instead. 

 The method of prayer that Jesus lays out for his disciples includes one final as-

pect-one that we like to forget. Luke's version puts it this way, "for we ourselves forgive 

everyone in debt to us." More commonly we say, "as we forgive those who trespass 
against us." Are we ready to have God act that way toward us? Do we really want God to treat us the way we treat others? 

That is the challenge, if we continue to pray the Lord's Prayer day after day.

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

 Does God really listen to us when we pray? Is there a better way of praying so that God will really listen, really 

take our needs seriously? Why is it that when I prayed and prayed and prayed, I didnôt get the answer I wanted? 

Is prayer really a waste of time since God is going to do His will no matter what? 
 

These questions have been entertained by people of all times, all religions. After all, religion itself claims to 

offer an avenue to God, a phone line, if you will, where you can tell Him all that you need. Yet, our experience 

of prayer is that it seems to be hit and miss ï sometimes you get what you want, sometimes you donôt. But, if 

there was a really holy person in your midst, one who seemingly has a connection with the Almighty, maybe 

you could somehow connect with that person and thereby possess your own ñpipeline to God.ò 
 

Such is the case in todayôs gospel. The disciples notice Jesus praying, and, given His success record with           

miracles and healings, they figure He has a direct connection with the Almighty. ñLord, teach us to pray,ò they 

beg Him. We want the formula ïwe want the words because sometimes we are not sure if our prayers are really 

working! 
 

Jesus teaches them the words that have come down to us through the ages ï but more than just a formula, the 

ñOur Fatherò also teaches us something about the nature of God Himself and His relationship with us as His 

children. Allow me to explain with a human example. Imagine a parent teaching a child how to walk. One 

method would be for the parent to stand at the opposite end of the room where the child is crawling. The parent 

would shout out to the child, ñGet up and walk towards me.ò Say the child were to understand and try to stand 

on its own, he or she would take a faltering step and fall back to the ground. The child would be frustrated and 

would soon give up any hope of being able either to walk or to reach the parent. Another method would be 

where the parent would simply carry the child wherever he or she wanted to go. The child wouldnôt have to do 

a thing ï just allow itself to be carried in the arms of an overindulgent parent. 
 

The third method, the one which promises success, is having the parent just one step in front of the child.           

Urging the child to take that first step, the parent is there to allow the child to walk, and even to fail and fall  

into his or her parentôs outstretched arms. Then, having righted the child after his or her first faltering step, the 

parent steps back and encourages the child to take the next step. Eventually they journey together from one end 

of the room to the other. 
 

Such is our God. The Father is not an overindulgent parent who gives us everything we ask for without our          

trying to do it on our own, nor is He a distant parent who shouts out commands and gets frustrated when we 

canôt achieve His purposes. He stands just one step in front of us, urging us to step out, ready to catch us when 

we fail. What Jesus wishes to reveal to us about God is that He is both transcendent (beyond our grasp and our 

desires to manipulate Him to do our bidding) and yet He is immanent (He is present to save, to heal, to nourish 

us). This is the God revealed to us in the Lordôs Prayer. 
 

The closeness of God is revealed to us in His name (ñFatherò) who wants to give us the bread which we need 

each day, who never tires to forgive our trespasses and who wants to deliver us from the test. He is the God 

who would not give his child a snake were he to ask for a fish, nor hand him a scorpion were he to ask for an 

egg. He is the loving Father to whom we can approach ïasking, seeking, knocking ï for the help we need. Yet, 

this ever-so-close Father also takes a step back so that we can learn how to walk. His name is to be hallowed, 

made holy. God and his ways are cloaked in mystery, not to confound us by his absence but to challenge us to 

walk straight ahead even if it is dark. It is His kingdom and His will that we are to seek, not our own. And            

finally, Jesus says in todayôs gospel, ñ If you know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more 

will the Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him?" 
 

When the disciples beg Jesus to teach them to pray, the ultimate fulfillment of that request is the bestowal of the 

Holy Spirit. Paul tells us that the Spirit makes intercession for us when we donôt know how to pray. The Spirit 

helps us to put things in perspective and even calms our fears when we are overwhelmed by the needs that drive 

us to prayer in the first place. The Spirit is absolute consolation so that in all that we go through, we are never 

abandoned to do it on our own. Finally, the Spirit empowers us to accomplish the very things we are asking for 

in our prayer. Ask for the gift of the Holy Spirit, and in that Spirit may we come to know the power of Godôs 

saving grace at work within us.
