History has a way of sorting things out.
In today's Gospel, Jesus sends his disciples out to announce the kingdom
God. This was not a move for political power (though some saw it that way) or evg
earthly success. It was not even so much a rebellion against the past as a fulfillme
promises made by God long ago. "The kingdom of God is at hand for you," the disciples proclaimed.

The message of Jesus has lasted far longer than nations or kingdoms. Christ is not allied with any governm
political faction. God's kingdom exists apart from any political boundaries or human limitations. As Christians, we re
our responsibility to seek justice and peace. Our calling is to promote the common good, even at the expense of eu
interest. While we celebrate independence, we also understand that liberty does not mean unfettered license to do
please. The kingdom of God is not so much a place of individual right as one of communal responsibility. And as cit
that kingdom we submit ourselves to the law of love for God and for our neighbor.

THE PASTOROS REFLECTI ON

he Fourth of July- Independence Day here it is! This is the day we set off fireworks and gather with
family and friends around barbecues and picriedl to celebrate the independence of our country. Back
on July 4, 1776, fiftysix members of the Continental Congress signed a document drafted by Thogmas

Jefferson that declared ourselves a sovereign state, independent of England, and ready to fight
freedom and independence.

Independence is a cherished value in our national culture. Beholden to none, we stand on our own two fe
determine our own destiny, our own fate, our own future. Ingrained in the American Spirit is that marriage

or that

bt, free
betwee

liberty and independencefree to do what we choose. Immediately scripted into our Constitution were the Rasic

liberties that characterize people who are independent: freedom of speech, freedom of press, freedom of
freedom to bear arms, freedom from search and seizure, etc. Such freedoms protect our independence.

What happens when too much of a good thing becomes too much? What happens when freedom itself is
ized that it is no longer balanced by "responsibility"? Freedom, without responsibility, is mere Jideluses

hssemt

SO idol-

its nobility! What happens when independence itself is so idolized that it is no longer balanced by "commynity"?

Independence, without community, is arrogant-sgiince. Have we evolved into a culture that so cherishes
freedom and independence that we have become a herd-séskiiig opportunists who will see any institution
(whether it be government or the Church itself) as denying me my rights-fal§thent?

Where does God fit into the American Spirit? Have we so exalted our independence and our freedom thaf there i
no need for a Higher Authority? Perhaps the heart of the problem is that we have always seen God as just that, &

higher authority, someone who wants to curtail our freedom and bridle our independence. But what if that

were not so much an Authority but a Lover who invited us not to distance ourselves from Him in soteoe negd

standon-my-own-two-feetadolescentebellion, but rather as One upon whom we can be dependant, surren
ourselves to his faithful Covenant love.

In today's gospel, Jesus sends out the sexrestyn a mission, going ahead of Jesus to all the villages He intends
to visit and proclaiming "the Kingdom of God is at hand." What is this proclamation of the Kingdom all abgut? It

is the proclamation that God is not some distant, absolute monarch who wants to crush our freedom and

our independence; rather He is a Lover who wants to care for us. He is the God of the Covenant who, frofn ancie

times has said, "l will be your God and you shall be my people.” Jesus now was on His way to Calvary, to
new covenant with His own blood. This new covenant would take away our sin, would remove anything th
wise would stand between us and God in a sacrifice of perfect atonement.

In this new covenant, what do we need to do to keep our end of the bargain? Simply thissuroshder- do
not try to seize control over our own destiny, our own happiness, our own "freedom," but simply make our
vulnerable, as only a lover can. And so, the very emissaries who announce the Kingdom are themselves
look vulnerable- foolishly vulnerable.
