 We'd like our children to be perfect angels. As parents, we spend a lot of 

time teaching them proper manners, coaching them on moral behavior, and help-

ing them understand right from wrong. And while we would like everything they 

do to be good and right, we know that sometimes our sons and daughters have to 

learn from their mistakes. We just hope and pray that the mistakes in their lives 

are minor and give them an education, as opposed to serious problems that lead 

to calamitous results. Sometimes, as parents, we have to take a stand (tough love, 

some call it) as a way of holding firm to certain principles of behavior. 

 The woman in the Gospel today is described as a sinner, although Luke 

never specifies the actual sin. We like to imagine the worst-adultery, harlotry. 

Maybe we do that because if she's guilty of really awful sins (after all, Jesus said 

that her many sins were forgiven), then she's not quite like us. We can stand on 

the side of righteousness-just like the Pharisee! (Whoops! Is that really the side 

we want to be on?) 

 Well, yes, it is. We do want to be on the side of righteousness. But we don't want to be on the side of self-

righteousness. That is the delicate balance that each of us must strike. When our own children behave badly, we have to be 

prepared with correction. But we also have to be ready with forgiveness. Mercy is also one of the certain principles of Chris-

tian life. And just as God's justice is tempered with eternal mercy, so must our own desire for the right be guided by a merciful 
love. It's not always an easy balance to strike, but as we'll hear throughout this year as we read from Luke's Gospel, God's 

mercy is without limit or end.

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

WARNING: Looking too closely at todayôs gospel may cause great confusion and be quite upsetting! On the 

surface, the gospel seems pretty harmless. A sinful woman shows repentance for her sins, weeps at the feet of 

Jesus, dries his feet with her hair and anoints his feet with perfumed oil. Meanwhile, the Pharisees are upset 

because Jesus ought to know how sinful this woman is and have nothing to do with her. The lesson is simple: 

Jesus shows mercy to the repentant sinner. 
 

The lines of the gospel that are most confusing, however, are the words that Jesus speaks about the display of 

devotion shown by the sinful woman: ñ her many sins have been forgiven; hence she has shown great love. 

But the one to whom little is forgiven, loves little.ò The womanôs tears and perfume are not rituals asking for 

Jesusô forgiveness. Rather they are the fruit of having already been forgiven. Her heart is so filled with love 

because she has already been forgiven. But now here comes the really confusing line: if you donôt have much 

that needs to be forgiven, you are going to show little love in your life (ñthe one to whom little is forgiven, 

loves little.ò).  
 

Whoa! I thought the goal of life is to have little in the ñdebitò column that required forgiveness. Here it sounds 

like Jesus is saying that those goody-two-shoes have, in the end, tiny hearts that canôt love all that much be-

cause they didnôt have that much to be forgiven. It sounds like Jesus is turning the whole world upside down 

with his teaching! Again, look more closely at the mini-parable that Jesus addresses to Simon the Pharisee: 

ñTwo people were in debt to a certain creditor; one owed five hundred days' wages and the other owed fifty. 

Since they were unable to repay the debt, he forgave it for both. Which of them will love him more?ò The an-

swer is simple: the one who had a larger debt forgiven is going to have a deeper love for the master. 
 

So, what then are we to conclude from all this? If you want to love the Lord with a deeper love than anyone 

else, go out and sin a lot and then ask for forgiveness. No, I donôt think that is the lesson here. As a matter of 

fact, Saint Paul in his letter to the Romans asks the same question: ñWhat then shall we say? Shall we persist 

in sin that grace may abound? Of course not!ò The lesson is simply this: do you perceive yourself to be a big 

sinner? Because if you see yourself as a ñsmall sinner,ò (I know Iôm not perfect, but Iôm a heck of a lot better 

than that person!) then you will continue to rely upon your own ñgood deedsò to show yourself and others that 

you are one of the good guys. But this system of meritocracy (I measure my self-worth by the accumulation of 

my good deeds), rejects the need for grace in your life, pushes God out of the picture completely, and makes 

the heart so puny and small. A sign of a puny heart is a heart that is judgmental (a clear and unambiguous sign 

that we are under the dominion of meritocracy). 
 

If I think of myself as a small sinner, the consequence of such thinking will make my heart puny and small. 

So, let me think of myself as a big sinner. Can I allow Jesus to help me to see how big a sinner I am? We have 

been schooled in a culture that has become so obsessed with wanting to feel good about ourselves. The great-

est commandment is ñthou shalt have a healthy self-image.ò On the playing field of life, we are all winners, 

and no one should feel bad about themselves. The crowning example of this idolatrous religion was to be 

found in the credos of Erhard Seminar Training (EST) which was so popular in the 90's. EST told us that there 

is no such thing as sin. What we called sins are merely mistakes made on the pathways towards self-

actualization. The goal of life is to learn from our mistakes and to move on to fuller personhood.  
 

As much merit as there is to a healthy self-image, the way to real health is trucking through the mire of my 

own miserably sin-infested heart and falling on my knees to ask for the grace of forgiveness. All the saints of 

history found this pathway. Their heroically huge heart was the consequence of realizing how sinful they were 

and in need of forgiveness. Of course we might think of Augustine who in his Confessions gave us a public 

record of his sin and conversion. But even Saint Faustina acknowledged the weight of her own sinfulness and 

dependence upon the mercy and grace of God. In this sin-denial society we have, it is no wonder that there is a 

lack of great-souled people who, knowing the mercy of God and his stubborn love, keep drawing from the 

well of mercy and love. 
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Family Festival. I want to thank Deacon Jerry Reda and his entire team for a wonderful job with 

the festival. This was probably the first year in recent history that the festival went rainless! So 

many parishioners worked so hard to make this event such a success. With Bob Remhild and John 

Desmond at the microphone, Dave Werner and his crew in the booth selling tickets and bracelets 

for the rides, Brooke Bonomi handing out baseballs for speed-pitching and priest-dunking, the 

OôHaraôs making the coffee, Lucille Weidner keeping tabs on the receipts, John Cordes and Kate 

Valerio for their tireless efforts in recruiting sponsors for the festival and Linda Kushins for her 

work on the Festival journal itself. Our entire security team patrolling the area and the neighbor-

hood to make sure that everything was safe, neat and orderly ï these and so many other people worked to make this 

event a family festival. God bless you all!

I believe our parishioners (more 

than parishioners from any other parish to which I've been assigned) try to dress respectfully for Mass, even in the 

hottest of summer months. However, it is always good to hold ourselves accountable to a certain standard of dress. 

Many say, "God doesn't mind how I'm dressed -- He's just glad I showed up!" But what am I saying to God by just 

dressing casually -- You weren't worth the effort to make myself more presentable to You? By putting some time 

and effort in choosing our Church wardrobe, we are saying to ourselves, "This is important -- the most important 

thing I have to do today. This is not just one among many stops I have to make today -- going from here to the su-

permarket to my sister-in-law's barbecue, etc."  If you are making the effort to go to Mass (and sadly, this fact is no 

longer to be taken for granted), then go all the way! Convince your mind (and the minds of all around you) that this 

is something special! I am meeting my King! 
 

Welcome, Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque: Perhaps you may have read in The Long Island Catholic that the first 

class relic of Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque will be coming to the diocese in late August. I had made arrangements 

that we could host having the relic here at Saints Philip and James on Friday, August 20th (actually, we are the 

only parish in Western-Central Suffolk to have the relic). St. Margaret Mary Alacoque was a cloistered nun in 

France in the 17th century. As a mystic, she was gifted with a number of apparitions of our Lord who asked her  

to foster the devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. On August 20th, we will open the period of veneration with a 

special Mass. After Mass, there will be opportunities to venerate the relic during which time we will also have  

exposition of the Blessed Sacrament until 4:00PM. In the evening, we will have evening prayer at 7:00pm followed 

by veneration of the relic until 8:00pm.

We would like to thank the 90 parishioners who have decided to ñspiritually adoptò an unborn 

child. Our program began in the month of March and will conclude on  

December 8th when we celebrate the National Night of Prayer for Life. As 

you know, this program encourages us to pray for expecting parents, most 

particularly those who might otherwise consider abortion as an alternative to 

the call to give life. Each month, we will give you an ñupdateò about your 

spiritually adopted child, the progress that he or she is making in the womb. 

How important for all of us to remember that we are praying for a human  

person, someone whom we have named, someone who is growing under the 

care of God and our intercessory prayer. 

Three Month Developing Baby - ñI grabbed my hand!ò The baby can now 

squint, swallow and move his tongue. He sleeps and awakens.  Fingernails and toenails form and 

he now has his own unique set of fingerprints.  Sensitive to touch, he will tightly grasp an object 

placed in the palm of his hand.  He breathes amniotic fluid to help develop and strengthen the  

respiratory system, but he gets the oxygen he needs through the umbilical cord.
