 A pendant in the shape of a cross is one of the most popular forms of jewelry. 

Women and men alike often wear one hanging from a gold or silver chain around their 

necks. Children often receive one when they make their first Communion. For some 

people, putting on the cross each day is an intensely religious experience. For others, 

the gold or silver emblem that they wear possesses nothing more than some sentimental 

value. For some, it serves only to make a fashion statement. Diamonds are popular, but 

it is probably fair to say that a cross is far more prevalent. 

 Writing in the second half of the first century, it is unlikely that the Gospel 

writers would foresee the boon that Christianity gave to modern-day goldsmiths. For 

Luke, taking up the cross daily did not mean fastening a piece of jewelry around his 

neck. He lived in a time when it was clear that being a Christian meant living a very 

different way of life. It meant getting up before dawn on the first day of the week to hasten to the early morning gathering for 

the breaking of the bread. Sunday was a day of work like any other. It meant contributing to the welfare of others instead of 

looking out only for oneself. And it meant being prepared to face persecution because one's faith was not consistent with the 

commonly held opinions of the day. 

 The Christian values of Sunday prayer, charity toward others, and a strong faith in God have not changed. They are 

still things that the followers of Jesus cling to as important aspects of the faith. As any disciple would admit, taking up the 

cross is not about wearing a piece of metal dangling from a chain. Amulets like that can be a reminder of the interior life one 
hopes to espouse, but they do not guarantee salvation. Only losing our life in Christ will lead to that.

Matrimony:   Couples planning to marry should contact 

a priest or deacon before you visit a reception hall and at 

least nine months before your proposed wedding date.

What is life all about? What does it mean to be a human being? It's all about dying and rising, leaving our "comfort 

zone," entering into the struggles of life and finding the grace that brings us to a new strength, a new awareness, a 

new freedom. And no one said it would be easy, but God promised he would coach us through it and Jesus stands 

as the   living proof that we can make the journey, through Him with Him and in Him. The challenge of dying and 

rising was right there with us in the moment of our being born. If we had the conscious awareness of what that ex-

perience was, we would remember the terror of leaving the comfort of the womb, the fear of squeezing through the 

tiny portal of life, now to breathe on our own, and discovering that there was a bigger world that greeted us with 

welcome and delight. Less traumatic but still frightening rites of passage imposed themselves upon us throughout 

our formative years: leaving the comfort of home on that first day of school, risking rejection the first time we said 

"I love you" to a friend, entering into the job market (and even harder the second, third, and fourth time around!), 

seeing the children grow and leave home, selling the home and relocating to something smaller, finding our way 

into a nursing community and finally, "shuffling off this mortal coil."  

 

Each rite of passage obviously brings about a certain amount of fear and anxiety. Leaving our comfort zone is not 

easy and it takes no great foresight to see that there is a road of struggle that lies ahead. No one looks for struggle -- 

no one welcomes the cross! And throughout our lives we have found ways to avoid the cross and escape its pain. 

All of our cross escaping strategies fall into two categories: 

Stubborn self-righteousness. I don't need to change or to grow. I am fine the way I am! The reason the world is 

in such a mess is because others are not acting the way they should.  

Idolatry. I really don't trust that God has my best interest in mind, especially if He is the One who is challeng-

ing me to move out of my comfort zone. He is telling me that if I want to live, I have to die -- that's nonsense! 

Let me live -- on my terms, seizing happiness into my own hands. I can't see God, but I can make this limited 

good into my God and find my own happiness. 

 

If we are honest, we bounce between these two extremes: presumption (you can't expect me to change at this point 

in my life) and despair (I keep going from limited good to limited good, from this fad to that fashion, but always 

disappointed that I am not able to find ultimate happiness). Remember back in the old catechism days, we called 

presumption and despair the two major sins? They are the two ways we avoid the challenge of the cross. 

 

Jesus asks his disciples, "Who do you say I am?" Peter gives Jesus a fairly exalted title -- Messiah, Christ, 

Anointed One! While not outwardly rejecting the title, "the Christ," Jesus has to tell Peter what He is really all 

about. "I am the One who invites you to full humanity. I am the One who invites you to the cross." It is interesting 

that Jesus uses for Himself the title "The Son of Man." It is as if Jesus is saying, "You don't know what it really 

means to be fully human. I am the New Adam. I am here to define authentic humanity. Inauthentic humanity is es-

caping the challenges of life. But people who escape the cross through self-righteousness (the Pharisees) or idolatry 

(the wealthy Sadducees), will never have real life. They will have a numbing existence at best. "I have come that 

you might have life and have it abundantly." 

 

So you want abundant life? Move out of your comfort zone when Jesus invites you. The invitation is to take baby 

steps to fuller, more authentic living. Notice in the gospel that Jesus says we are called to take up the cross daily! 

Maybe it's shutting off the TV a few minutes earlier before going to bed and taking the time to quietly reflect upon 

the day, its consolations and desolations, and seeking to discover where God was in your day. Maybe it might be to 

pick up the phone and "break the ice" calling that person whom you have avoided calling for quite some time. 

Maybe it's making yourself more available to someone who is asking for help, even though you fear that this per-

son's needs are as deep as a bottomless pit. Maybe it's paging through the bulletin here and seeing the call for more 

catechists, or the call to give blood, or the call to hear about the medical mission in Ghana. Abundant Life awaits 

you -- can you hear the call?  
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Pastoral Council Elections: We are pleased to announce that the present council elected 

nominees Jerry Linder, Mary Ann Posé and Bob Goria to be the new members of the 

council. We thank exiting council members Lucille Weidner, Noel Rannazzisi and Toni 

Lamberti for their years of service to the council. We also want to thank all the people who 

did submit their names for the election. All were excellent candidates and it was hard to 

choose among all those who were so highly qualified. 

 

4K Run & 2K Walk/Fun Run: Last Saturday, the Guild of Saints Philip and James School ran a             

successful first time event -- 4K Run & 2K Walk/Fun Run in honor of Bob (Duke) Koke. Over 350           

participants showed up on what proved (against all weather predictions) to be a great sunny morning at 

the Fairgrounds at Flowerfield! It really was a parish event -- with our Catholic Daughters at the refresh-

ment tent, with our Youth Group helping with set up, with whole families walking and running together. 

There was music and the most commodious portable comfort stations I have ever seen! I want to thank 

Diane Blanthorn, Marybeth Dearie  and all the committee members who worked so hard to make this 

event so spectacular. It was not only a great benefit for our school but also a benefit for colon cancer as 

well. I can't wait till next year's run! 
 

Upcoming Volunteer Opportunities:  
1. Now that the major work of our Church renovation is completed, I need some help -- people who       

are gifted with the eye of a decorator -- to help with bringing some needed additional touches to the 

sanctuary area.  

2. I am also in need of volunteers to begin a new committee which I would like to kick off in the fall: A 

Committee on Inclusion. This committee will look at the physical structures of our buildings to see 

how we can become more inclusive, removing any barriers that would otherwise prevent people from 

a fuller participation in the life and worship within our Church. The committee would work with other 

ministries in the parish to make sure that we are removing the psychological barriers that would other-

wise prevent people with disabilities and challenges from feeling  welcomed and involved. 

3. The welcome committee: We have a wonderful core group of volunteers who have been part                    

of a great welcoming committee in the past. We want to revitalize their work buy adding new mem-

bers. Watch the bulletin for future announcements.

RCIA -- THE  PROCESS OF BECOMING  INITIATED  INTO  THE  

CATHOLIC  FAITH  
 

Do you know someone who has expressed an interest in the Catholic Church? Do                    

you know someone who, while baptized as an infant (whether as a Catholic or a             

non-Catholic), never had the opportunity to be catechized in the faith and receive the           

sacraments of Eucharist and Confirmation? 
 

You can be so instrumental in bringing others to faith in Christ through the community of the Catholic Church. You can 

inform that person about our RCIA process. The RCIA (The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is a process whereby 

those who are not Catholic or those Catholics who have never been fully initiated can begin a wonderful journey of 

coming to know the Lord through our weekly Sunday morning meetings. 
 

Way back in the past, an inquirer who wanted to become a Catholic attended ñconvert classesò -- usually instruction  

offered by the parish priest. The RCIA attempts to restore a much older and richer tradition of bringing an inquirer into  

a relationship with Jesus and to see how that relationship can be nurtured through the Catholic Community. It is not a 

matter of coming to know things about Jesus, but coming to know the Lord Himself and learning how to love Him more 

fully and serve Him through this community of faith. 
 

This is why our RCIA process takes place on a Sunday morning. It has a catechetical component ï that is, a part of the 

morning is spent in reflecting on the tradition of our faith, as we try to understand our faith in ways that are meaningful 

to the questions and struggles of our day-to-day living. After our session, we attend the Mass together so that we may be 

further nourished at the table of Godôs word and by the presence and support of our community of faith. 
 

If you know of someone who is interested in becoming a Catholic or someone who needs to know more about this 

wonderful process, we have scheduled a meeting for Tuesday evening, June 22nd at 7:30PM in the rectory. Any 

inquirers or even people interested in becoming part of the RCIA team can join us that evening. At this evening 

Father Tony and Deacon Vam will explain what is involved in the RCIA process which will start up in September.            

This is a great opportunity for people to come together and begin to see if in fact the Lord is inviting them to full                

membership in the Catholic community. We invite you to contact the rectory office (584-5454) if you are thinking 

about attending this information meeting so that we can comfortably accommodate all who might wish to attend.
