 In the 1970 musical Godspell (which will see a 

fortieth anniversary revival this August), Peggy sings the 

song "By My Side." The lyrics start out with the question 

addressed to Jesus, "Where are you going?" and continue 

with the words, "Can you take me with you??Far beyond 

where the horizon lies." It is a song for the road as the 

company approaches Jerusalem, and Jesus prepares for the 

inevitable end. Through the years, Godspell has enjoyed occasional productions put on by parish youth groups around the 

country. Like a travelling road show, the musical has popped up here and there to charm audiences with its mime and minstrel 

techniques and share the good news in a lighthearted manner. 

 In Luke's Gospel, the journey of Jesus to Jerusalem is a literary device meant to convey the inevitable fulfillment of 

God's plan of salvation. The geographical directionality (toward Jerusalem) mirrors the salvific intentions of God. Nothing is 

going to prevent Jesus from entering the city and accomplishing the Father's will. As today's Gospel describes it, Jesus was 

"resolutely determined." 

 The question Peggy asks, "Can you take me with you?" is the question of the Christian to Jesus. But it is one that we 

can only ask in faith. If we really want to follow Jesus, really want him to take us with him on this journey, then we need to  

be prepared for the challenges along the way. We also need to let go of those things that stand in the way of following Jesus, 

including the old life of sin that we are to leave behind. Peggy's song to Jesus concludes with the words "finally glad that I 

am here by your side" and takes place just before the final events of Jesus' passion. That is our song too, finally glad that 

we are by his side after the journey of our life.©2010

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

W 
hen I was a kid growing up, there were seven TV stations  ï thatôs it! Then somebody added 

UHF which promised up to another seventy channels. Thank God our little UHF antenna could 

only pick up another two channels, both of which were in Spanish, because the idea of having 

so many stations was too mind-boggling. I suppose nobody today could survive with just seven 

stations; weôre used to having lots of things to choose from! 
 

Still, I have to admit, choices overwhelm me. Getting a telephone-book size menu in a diner overwhelms me. 

When I do the grocery shopping for the rectory, and I have to pick up paper towels and find an entire half-

aisle devoted to two-ply, three-ply, extra strength, eight bundle, sixteen bundle, eighty sheet rolls, one hundred 

sheet rolls, I am overwhelmed. Can you imagine the following question on the SATôs? ñBounty Giant Paper 

Towels 2-Ply White, comes in packages of 12 with 70 sheets per roll, representing  705.8 sq. ft. for $15.99, 

compared to Brawny paper towels, three ply with 50 sheets (each sheet is 11 x 10.5 inches) per roll at $8.99 

for a package of eight. Which is the better choice?ò Donôt even bother doing the math because I am totally 

overwhelmed! 
 

I truly believe that having so many choices does not enhance our sense of freedom ï it paralyzes us with the 

fear that we may be making the wrong choice in the end. What is worse is that, once I have finally made a 

choice, I am no longer content with the choice I made because I keep thinking about all the other choices I 

could have, should have made! Is it too much to say that so many choices rob us of peace and contentment, 

taking away any joy I might have had about the decision I finally settled upon? 
 

In todayôs gospel, Jesus speaks to various would-be disciples on his way to Jerusalem. Each make up their 

own excuses as to why they are not available for the mission of the Kingdom. ñI have to bury my father. . . . I 

have to take leave of my family.ò Could it be that each one sensed that Jesus was heading to Jerusalem, to the 

final encounter with the religious authorities that would eventually bring about His own personal destruction 

and the end of His glorious mission? Maybe the excuses are just ways of saying, ñIôll wait here to see how 

things turn out for you in Jerusalem before I sign on the dotted line.ò Maybe it was a matter of needing proof 

that their decision would be the right one, that they would be on the winning team in the end. Each individual 

would-be disciple hangs back, suspends making a decision, wanting to hedge his bet lest he loose it all. Jesusô 

response is simple, ñNo one who sets a hand to the plow and looks to what was left behind is fit for the king-

dom of God.ò  
 

Choices are difficult ï because they do involve a commitment and an investment of self. If something as           

trivial as choosing a brand of cereal throws us into a Hamletian paralysis, imagine how overwhelming a           

decision it is to become a real disciple of Christ? But maybe we need to start with the smaller decisions we 

make in life and try ñnot to look back at what was left behind.ò Take the decision as to what to do for vacation 

this summer. Again, there are a thousand choices that might be available. The list gets smaller as we begin to 

examine our economic resources, the amount of available time, etc. However, these decision ought not to be 

made based solely on finances. Rather, it would be much better for us were we to say, ñI want to choose  

something that will enhance me as a person, or draw us closer together as a family. I want to choose a vacation 

that will not be contrary to my moral values or the values of the gospel.ò Even after having set out those          

parameters, the ñchoiceò may still be hard to make; however, because I have invited God to be a part of                 

the decision making, no matter what I end up choosing, God will make it work for the best! I can then be                           

confident that I have not chosen wrong ï for God will make it work. 
 

There are other day-to-day choices we make where we can avoid paralysis by just bringing the Lord into the 

picture. Years ago, so many people wore the WWJD bracelet ï ñWhat Would Jesus Do?ò It is not always clear 

as to what Jesus would do in any specific situation ï but just asking the question brings us closer to a decision 

where God can be present, bringing about a greater good filled with His blessing, and bringing about, at the 

same time, a greater peace within us.

PEOPLE WHO ENJOY WORKING WITH CHILDREN!  
 

You are invited to become a volunteer catechist and part of our Religious Education 

Ministry by sharing the gift of your faith with the children of our parish!  No prior          

experience is necessary; you will be given the necessary materials, a lesson calendar, 

training, and ongoing support and guidance.  Weekly classes are from mid-September to 

April; there are no classes on school holidays or during school recesses. 
 

Classes are available in Communion II (grade 2) to Confirmation II (Grade 8).             

All Communion II, Confirmation I and Confirmation II classes are held at the 

school.  Grades 3-4-5-6 may be held at the school (based upon classroom availability) or in your home.  This is not as 

difficult as it may first seem!   
 

In addition to initial training, you will attend bi-monthly catechist meetings with other catechists on your grade level.  

Teaching with a friend for classes held at the school is an option and encouraged. Teaching in your home, requires   

the presence of another adult over the age of 18, either as a co-teacher or an aide, by directives of the Rockville 

Centre diocese.
