There were even leftovers that got packed up into twelve wicker baskets as |
tells us. But Luke's account of the event contains more than just a great story about a
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food. If that were all there was to the story, the miracle of the loaves and fishes would't be

that different from the abundance of food at grandma's holiday table. Luke's story, like
description of this miracle in the four Gospels, contains ritual language that points to w
Jesus did with bread and wine before he died: he took, blessed, broke, and gave.

THE PASTOROS REFLECTI ON

"Dismiss the crowd so that they can go to the surrounding villages and farms and find lodging and provisi
we are in a deserted place here."

The scene is a familiar one to us; the crowds have been following Jesus all day and the disciples recogniz
there is not enough food to feed such a crowd. When the disciples beg Jesus to dismiss the crowd, Jesus
disciples to get the crowd seated and then, taking a mere five loaves and a couple of fish, the entire crow
be fed. The scene is a familiar one to us because it is the only miracle that appears in all four gospels; mg
similar scenario, the feeding of the four thousand, is reported as well in Matthew, Mark and Luke. So here
miliar story told to us in one form or another at least seven times in the gospels.

A miracle familiar to us, for sure. But even more familiar to us is the very panic that underlies the report m
the disciples; such panic strikes a familiar <ch
Such alarm awakens in us all the times in our life when we have had to face some kind ofiscéueiher the
scarcity of material resources, the scarcity of time, the scarcity of energy and the ability to push ahead. Sq
thinking is paralyzing, and, unbridled, can not only create a sense of panic and anxiety in us but also depr
it squeezes out all hope. You can hear that sense of hopelessness in the words of the disciples. There is
can do!

Scarcity thin
ing, that calculated judgment that we will not have enough resources and we better hold on to what we ha
within us that spirit of generosity and indeed the very mission that God has planted in our heart. For if the
knows that we are called to make a difference in the troubled and challenging situations that we face in th
He knows that the one enemy that stifles His divine plan in us is this diabolical scarcity thinking.

So, what the miracle in todayds gospel is all a
spectacular trick that stretches five loaves into an abundance of food. In this miracle, Jesus throws down {
let to engage Satan in battle.
