T 
he story is told about this professor of modern 

philosophy who got up in the lecture hall dur-

ing his first class, and announced to all his 

graduate students that God does not exist. He ex-

plained that God is the mere projection of our desires 

for some ultimate being whose job we make it to re-

ward the good and punish the evildoer. To prove his 

point, the professor dramatically stood on top of his 

desk and said, ñIf God exists, then let him strike me 

dead right here and now within the next fifteen se-

conds.ò A dramatic pause as the professor took out 

his pocket watch while the students held their breath 

in anticipation of what was going to happen next. 
 

After fifteen seconds passed, the professor put his 

watch back into his pocket, climbed off the desk and, 

with outstretched arms said, ñSee? There is no God, 

otherwise he would have struck me dead!ò 
 

One student raised her hand and said, ñMaybe God 

does exist and he was just waiting for you to change 

your mind!ò 
 

The silent God who waits for us to change our mind 

ï and heart. That is the image of God that I have dur-

ing the holy season of Advent. We speak about Ad-

vent is a time of waiting ï whether it is waiting for 

Christmas (how many shopping days left?) or wait-

ing for Jesusô birthday, or waiting for Jesus to come 

again at the end of the world (as we hear in todayôs 

gospel when Jesus repeats three times, ñWatch!ò) 

After all, the whole idea of Advent is that we are 

watching and waiting for the advent of our God who 

will come again in glory! 
 

But this watching and waiting seems so artificial to 

us ï almost make-believe! After all, Jesus already 

came as a baby in Bethlehem, so weôre obviously not 

waiting for him to be born. And, most of us do not 

have a real expectation that Christ will come again in 

the near future, or even perhaps during our own life-

time. Therefore, to say that Advent is a time of wait-

ing is a phrase that does not really engage our mind 

or our heart. This is why I like to invite you to em-

brace a different understanding of the kind of 

ñwaitingò that we speak about at this time of year. 

Maybe we need to see that it is God Himself who is 

doing the waiting. He waits for us to open our hearts 

more fully than ever before to receive Him! 
 

Perhaps that image of a God who waits does not sit 

well with us. We would much rather have a God who 

acts, a God who takes a decisive stand against all that 

is evil, all that is wrong, all that is unjust and smite 

the enemy and vanquish the foe once and for all. We 

can so relate to the yearning that is expressed in the 

words of the prophet Isaiah in todayôs first reading 

when he says ñWhy do you let us wander, O Lord, 

from your ways, and harden our hearts so that we 

fear you not? Return for the sake of your servants, 

the tribes of your heritage. Oh, that you would rend 

the heavens and come down, with the mountains 

quaking before you.ò This is the God Isaiah wants ï 

and we want too ï someone who will set things 

straight and keep us from wandering. 
 

But God will not violate our free will. He will not 

force Himself upon us so that we have no choice but 

to accept Him. And this is why He waits, for God is 

Love and Love is, at times, patient waiting. May I 

speculate with you and explore what it is that God is 

waiting for at this time of year? 

He waits for us to become so overwhelmed with 

the complexity of the season that we finally real-

ize that the best things in life are not things after 

all. 

He waits for us to reclaim the true spirit of 

Christmas, the good news of a God who would 

never remain infinitely distant from us and our 

ordinary problems of life. 

He waits for us to do the talking, to proclaim to 

others that Jesus is not to be found in a paper- 

mache crèche or on a Hallmark card ï but that 

He is found in the Eucharist. 

He waits for us to become tired of being so self-

reliant, to admit that there are wounds in us that 

are in need of healing, and that, for some, it may 

have been years since we even gave confession a 

serious thought. 

He waits for us to stop our running so that He can 

finally catch up and remind us that He wants to 

be Emanuel. 
 

God is waiting, patiently waiting, for us to receive 

Him this Advent as if for the very first time. 
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The Dialogue Continuesé 
I am so grateful for the forty people or so who turned out to our open Parish Council meeting on Wednesday evening.  

The one desire which, I believe, truly united the hearts of every single person in attendance at that meeting was the desire 

to see that what we treasure (or perhaps, Who we treasure) become the center of the lives of the people of this communi-

ty. 

 Allow me to offer a kind of narrative summary of our meeting.  One of the major themes that repeatedly came 

forward was the theme of evangelization.  Most people targeted the population of the young adults (between twenty and 

forty years of age) as those who are least engaged in the life of the church at this time.  The lament was that this is the 

generation that was not catechized in such a way as to see the importance of Church.  Suggestions ranged from a kind of 

ñdoor-to-doorò ministry of reaching out to the community to a ñWelcome Homeò liturgy celebrated monthly to provide 

an opportunity for catechisis, to more creative ways to use the ñbigò liturgies (Christmas, Easter, Palm Sunday) to make 

an extra effort to reach out to the occasional Church-goer.  We voiced the age-old lament about the predominance of 

sports on Sunday that has taken over family life and made it difficult for our young families to be faithful to the Sunday 

Eucharist.  The suggestion was made that we form an ñevangelizationò committee to continue to explore ways to reach 

out to those who presently seem disengaged from the Church. 

 During the course of the night, as many good ideas and suggestion came forward, there were others who helped 

the rest to see that, in fact, those suggestions were being implemented in one form or another.  Many were amazed to 

hear from other segments of the parish about such programs that are accomplishing many of our hoped-for dreams.  The 

problem is, of course, communication.  How can so many good things be happening here and still many people may still 

be in the dark about these programs.  We need to explore methods of communication that even go beyond the bulletin, 

the Gabriel and the parish website.      

 There were many other suggestions offered by the people in attendance, suggestions that the council and I will 

continue to work to implement.  We thank all who participated.
