At the end of each fiseal year (which runs from September through August). we try to provide you with a finan-
cial picture of the parish. This summary statement reflects only the ordinary operational revenue and expenses
of the parish. It does not reflect extraordinary sources of income (the centennial renovation campaign and inter-
est from savings) nor the extraordinary expenses (repairs on the boiler and A/C. Church renovations. safety

gates, ete.).

Looking at the “revenue™ table, a few items may strike you immediately. We are grateful for the increase in col-
lections from the previous year (although we are still short of the income that collections brought us in years
previous to fiseal year 08-09). However, there was a loss of income from certain parish programs (summer
youth programs were not as popular as in previous years.) Fundraising was lower this year in not having the
Family Festival (which accounts for about a $12.000 loss). In addition. we did not have as many special dona-
tions to the parish that accounted for such a larger number in the previous year’s “auxiliary income.”

Looking at the “Expenditures.” we have made efforts to cut back on almost every single category (salaries. ben-
efits, school subsidy. office and administration). One item line which shows an inerease is “auxiliary expenses.”
This increase is due principally because of the rise in the diocesan assessment. Each parish is “taxed” by the
diocese to assist in the running of its administration. The assessment inereased from 8.5% of our collection to
10% of our collection this past vear.

All m all, the end of year report shows a deficit of $22.782 in day-to-day operational expenses. which is only
1.4% over our income. However. there were extraordinary expenses of repairs and renovations in the amount of
$114.793. In better financial times. our parish would have had the ability to meet those extraordinary expenses.
Like all of you. we trust in the Lord that, with continued careful monitoring of our assets and liabilities, we will

someday be able to pull ahead so as to meet those extraordinary expenses when they do occur.
