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ñWhat will the owner of the vineyard do to those tenants 

when he comes?ò 

 

T he parable which Jesus tells in todayôs gospel is a 
story about Godôs response to mounting violence. The 

landowner goes through great trouble to dig out and plant 

a vineyard. In his mercy, he gives employment to tenant 

farmers. All he asks back is his share of the grapes. But 

the representatives of the owner are treated badly. The 

violence increases until it climaxes with the murder of the 

landownerôs son. The parable ends with the question, 

ñWhat is going to happen to those wicked tenants in the 

vineyard who did such a horrible thing as to kill the land-

ownerôs son?ò Scripture scholars tell us that the literary 

form which we call "parables" more than likely ended in a 

question that would make the listener think. So, dear        

listener, what do you think the owner of the vineyard 

should do to those wicked tenants? What do you think 

God should do to all those wicked people on the earth 

who misuse their human freedom and create havoc, injus-

tice and even murder itself? The final question of the        

parable is a profound question that has echoed through the 

ages: how should God address the problem of evil? 
 

The most popular and perhaps best liked answer is the 

answer that the chief priests and elders immediately give 

to Jesus in response: ñHe will put those wretched men to a 

wretched death and lease his vineyard to other tenants 

who will give him the produce at the proper time.ò That is 

an answer we like as well. God must put the wicked to 

death. No, I myself will not become a vigilante and take 

justice into my own hands. I will leave judgment to God, 

but I know that God is going to throw those wicked peo-

ple into Hell. In fact, I canôt wait for those people to face 

their just deserts! 
 

In the gospel, Jesus doesn't agree with the answer given to 

Him by the chief priests and the elders of the people. He 

doesnôt say, ñThatôs right ï God is going to destroy those 

wicked tenant farmers!ò  Rather, Jesus gives a strange 

enigmatic answer to his own question by quoting the 

psalms: ñThe stone which the builders rejected has          

become the cornerstone.ò God the Father is going to take 

the rejection of His Son, and allow that moment of cruelty 

and violence to become the occasion of building some-

thing great. In other words, God is not so much interested 

in destroying the evil doer as He is interested in the          

conversion of sinners. Jesus as the crucified One, as the 

rejected One, transforms that evil into open-armed          

forgiveness. The cornerstone of our Church is built upon 

the foundational principle that you conquer evil with mer-

cy. 
 

The story is about mercy, not about retributive justice. 

Look where the gospel parable fits into the stories that 

weôve heard over the past few weeks. Last week we heard 

how the Kingdom is being given to sinners (tax collectors 

and prostitutes). The week before we heard about the field

-workers hired in the last hour of the day who are receiv-

ing the same pay as those who worked hard all day long. 

The week before that we were told to forgive not seven 

times but seventy-seven times. Godôs mercy is being         

extended to sinners, even to those who reject Him, in the 

hope that we will learn how to extend mercy to one anoth-

er. 

 

I invite you to look at an interesting detail in the parable 

which I think possesses a great deal of irony. When the 

tenant farmers see the son approaching to collect his         

fatherôs share of grapes, they say, ñCome, let us kill him 

and acquire his inheritance.ò On the level of the story  

itself, it seems like a foolish plan. Did they really think 

that such an act of violence would be rewarded in such a 

way that they would now become the heirs of the estate? 

But in fact, because of their act of violence, an inheritance 

is given to all ï eternal life. You see, the Son of God pos-

sesses eternal life given to Him by the Father. Through 

the death of the Son, we have become adopted sons and 

daughters of the Father ï we stand to inherit what the Son 

has, namely life eternal with the Father.  
 

Of course, we believe that we, the pious, just and innocent 

ones, ought to inherit eternal life ï but surely not the mur-

derer, the violent, or even those who put the Son to death! 

But the offer of eternal life is given to them as well. From 

the cross, Jesus prays, ñFather, forgive them, for they 

know not what they do.ò This is the cornerstone. From 

His wounded side gushes forth water and blood, the  

fountain of grace itself, the fruits of His passion and 

death, poured out for those who will receive it. This is the 

cornerstone. 
 

The invitation to receive forgiveness is given to all.      

Unfortunately not all (although we hope ñthe manyò) will 

open their hearts to receive that outpouring of love. This 

is the meaning of the end of todayôs gospel when Jesus 

says that ñthe Kingdom will be given to a people who will 

produce its fruit.ò Those who are willing to be forgiven, 

those who are willing to understand what mercy is all 

about, will themselves produce the fruits of mercy in their 

own life. They will return the grapes of mercy, not the 

grapes of wrath, to the vineyard owner by their own deeds 

of loving forgiveness. These grapes, these works of mercy 

and mutual forgiveness, are given to the Father and 

placed in His winepress to become the wine of the Eucha-

rist itself. In such a way, Mercy will heal the violence of 

this world.

UPCOMING  RETREAT . . .Each year in the month of October, we offer our parish the opportunity of spiritual 

renewal through our annual retreat experience. This year, our retreat presenter will be Father 

Patrick Martin. Father Patrick Martin is an apostle, in touch with God - on fire with the Good 

News - in love with people. For him the handicap of blindness (the result of having been struck 

with meningitis at the age of 9) is a gift from God that makes him an extraordinary person of 

very special vision. 

Since the Fall of 1980 over 1000 parishes all over North America and  Europe have benefitted 

from his Mission Program on ñGod's Love in Our  Broken Lives.ò 

Our retreat experience with Father Pat will begin on the weekend of October 15 - 16 when Fa-

ther Pat will speak at all the Masses. He will offer his retreat talks during a 7:30PM evening 

Mass on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, October 17 - 19. The retreat will touch upon such topics as ñWho 

is God?ò ñGodôs love for us,ò ñWhy suffering?ò ñWhy Church?ò 

Each morning of the retreat, Father Pat will be available in the Church for confession and counseling from 

10:00AM  to 12:00PM. Each evening, Father Pat will also make himself available from 6:30PM to 7:30PM for those 

who would wish to see him. My good friend Father Charles Mangano had Father Martin conduct a retreat in his 

parish in Merrick and he raved about the effectiveness of this dynamic priest. We know that he will inspire the 

hearts of many here at SSPJ. 
 

 

BIBLE  STUDY  THIS FALL  
Many people have been asking about resuming our Bible Study program The Great Adven-

ture. Because of my own personal retreat (coming up this week) as well as our parish retreat 

(in two weeks), I am postponing the opening session of Bible Study until Tuesday, Novem-

ber 1st, All Saints Day. What a great day to begin reading the Bible again! We will have  

sessions both in the morning and in the evening. Almost all of our sessions will be in the Old 

Church ï the morning session at 10:00AM  and he evening session at 7:30PM. 

There will be other opportunities of Adult Enrichment in the upcoming months. I will be offering courses in Basic Cat-

echist Formation on Saturdays. These courses are for teachers in Catholic elementary schools as well as for those 

teaching in Religious Education programs ï but these classes are also open for the entire parish. Watch future bulletins 

for details. Also, we have not forgotten about the Womenôs Forum. . .Presently we are in touch with the Sisters of the 

Cenacle in Ronkonkoma who will offer some wonderful workshops this year. Again, watch the future bulletins for de-

tails.
