I 
n the new translation of he Third Edition of the 

Roman Missal which will be implemented on the 

first Sunday of Advent, the priest will say these 

words over the cup: ñTake this, all of you, and 

drink from it: for this is the chalice of my Blood, the 

Blood of the new and eternal covenant, which will be 

poured out for you and for many for the forgiveness of 

sins. Do this in memory of me.ò The most jarring word 

that may strike us in this new translation is the word 

ñmany.ò Didnôt Jesus die for all? Why are only 

ñmanyò saved. It sounds rather elitist, doesnôt it? And 

just who are these many? 
 

When asked the question as to why we are changing 

these words in the first place, the liturgist will tell us 

that these words are more in conformity with the Latin 

text (pro multis) which itself reflects the words used by 

Jesus at the Last Supper as recorded in the gospel of 

Matthew and Mark. But aside from all that, there is a 

spiritual reason which we may want to unlock through 

the careful reading of todayôs parable. 
 

The parable starts out with a theme that has become 

familiar over these past few weekends. The invitation 

to share in the Kingdom has been first given to the 

ñchosen people.ò They are not responding, and so the 

invitation is now being given to others (the people of 

the land, or as the Jewish people called them, the am  

ha eretz). Two weeks ago we heard that ñtax collectors 

and sinners are entering the Kingdom.ò Last week,  

Jesus told us that ñthe Kingdom is being taken away 

from you (the ñpiousò) and given to a people that will 

produce fruit.ò This week, the lesson again is so           

obvious. The first wave of invitees to the wedding         

banquet are making excuses as to why they cannot be 

in attendance ï and so the invitation goes out to all, 

ñthe good and the bad alike.ò 
 

Now, that should be the end of the parable, right? The 

Kingdom is being extended to everyone and everyone 

is invited to the feast! Everyone gets saved in the end! 

But, Jesus says, ñNot so fast!ò While everyone is in 

invited to the feast, you have to be wearing a wedding 

garment in order to participate in the feast. On the level 

of the story, this might not make sense to most of us 

(and even seem quite unfair). After all, youôre literally 

pulling people off the street to come to the wedding 

banquet, and presumably no one has time to go home 

and change into formal attire. So why does the one 

who is improperly clad get thrown out ñwhere there 

will be wailing and grinding of teethò? That seems 

pretty unfair! 
 

Obviously, there is an allegorical point that is being 

made here (which goes beyond the priest telling the 

people that they ought to come to Mass properly 

dressed). In attending the feast, we need to be properly 

disposed. What does that mean? 

 First, I make a distinction between ñthe feastò and 

everyday life ï or, more to our day, I make a       

distinction between the world of the sacred and       

the secular world. I enter the Church through the 

vestibule and, blessing myself with holy water, 

reconsecrate myself to my baptismal commitment. 

In baptism, ñthe old self has been crucified,ò St. 

Paul tells us. Iôm leaving my old self out in the 

parking lot as soon as I walk through those doors. 

Secondly, I take the time in silence to ready myself 

to what the Lord may wish to speak to me. It         

certainly would be good to pick up the misalette 

and read the gospel ahead of time (presuming we 

get in ahead of time).  

I anticipate that I am going to touch heaven in this 

banquet that is about to unfold. I anticipate that 

God is going to speak to my heart, that He will not 

be silent. But I must be silent if I am going to hear 

Him. 
 

Now, I am ñproperly dressedò for the banquet that is 

about to happen. Wouldnôt it be great if you could 

walk into Church five minutes before any Mass and 

see a crowd of people, already seated, silent and  

waiting for what the Lord is about to do?  

 

So, back to the original point I raised in this reflection. 

Who are ñthe manyò for whom the blood of Christ will 

be poured out? Not everyone is properly disposed to 

receive the gift that Jesus is about to bestow. Not           

everyone is totally open, receptive, to the word that 

God is about to speak. Not everyone is ñproperly at-

tired,ò to use the metaphor of todayôs gospel. We may 

all be there physically, but only ñthe manyò will          

actually receive the gift that God intends to give in 

such a manner that the gift will be fruitful in their 

lives. 
 

We have an obligation not only to make ourselves      

receptive to what God will say to us, but we have an 

obligation to create an atmosphere where others          

coming in will know that they are at the wedding feast 

of the Lamb. Together, letôs make it happen! 
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UPCOMING  RETREAT . . .  
Each year in the month of October, we offer our parish the opportunity of spiritual renewal through our 

annual retreat experience. This year, our retreat presenter will be Father Patrick Martin. Father Patrick 

Martin is an apostle, in touch with God - on fire with the Good News - in love with people. For him the 

handicap of blindness (the result of having been struck with meningitis at the age of 9) is a gift from 

God that makes him an extraordinary person of very special vision. 

Since the Fall of 1980 over 1000 parishes all over North America and  Europe have benefitted from his 

Mission Program on ñGod's Love in Our  Broken Lives.ò 

Our retreat experience with Father Pat will begin on the weekend of October 15 - 16 when Father Pat 

will speak at all the Masses. He will offer his retreat talks during a 7:30PM evening Mass on Monday, 

Tuesday and Wednesday, October 17 - 19. The retreat will touch upon such topics as ñWho is God?ò ñGodôs love for 

us,ò ñWhy suffering?ò ñWhy Church?ò 

Each morning of the retreat, Father Pat will be available in the Church for confession and counseling from 10:00AM  to 

12:00PM. Each evening, Father Pat will also make himself available from 6:30PM to 7:30PM for those who would wish 

to see him. My good friend Father Charles Mangano had Father Martin conduct a retreat in his parish in Merrick and he 

raved about the effectiveness of this dynamic priest. We know that he will inspire the hearts of many here at SSPJ. 
 
 

BIBLE  STUDY  THIS FALL  

Many people have been asking about resuming our Bible Study program The Great Ad-

venture. Because of my own personal retreat (coming up this week) as well as our parish 

retreat (in two weeks), I am postponing the opening session of Bible Study until Tuesday, 

November 1st, All Saints Day. What a great day to begin reading the Bible again! We will 

have sessions both in the morning and in the evening. Almost all of our sessions will be in 

the Old Church ï the morning session at 10:00AM  and he evening session at 7:30PM. 

There will be other opportunities of Adult Enrichment in the upcoming month. I will be   

offering courses in Basic Catechist Formation on Saturdays. These courses are for teachers 

in Catholic elementary schools as well as for those teaching in Religious Education programs ï but these classes are 

also open for the entire parish. Watch future bulletins for details. Also, we have not forgotten about the Womenôs              

Forum. . .Presently we are in touch with the Sisters of the Cenacle in Ronkonkoma who will offer some wonderful 

workshops this year. Again, watch the future bulletins for  

details.  
 

 

CATHOLIC  M INISTRIES  APPEAL  
 

I am very grateful to the 474 parishioners who have pledged over $131,712 to our     

annual Catholic Ministries Appeal. In pledges, at least, we have passed our goal of 

$119,520 (in actual paid pledges, though, we are only at 98% of goal). Once we have 

achieved our goal in paid pledges, we will receive a rebate of 20% (or almost $24,000). 

Once we go over goal, we will receive back 80% of any money collected. This means, at 

this point, if anyone gives to the appeal, 80% of that money will go directly back to 

Saints Philip and James Church! This is the major fundraiser for our parish which 

we depend upon desperately in order to achieve a balanced budget. In light of the 

fact that we did not have our annual Family Festival this year, it has become one of the 

few fundraisers that we actually have in support of the parish! In a week or so, a letter 

and a pledge card will arrive in the mail to invite the participation of those who have yet 

to come on board with this vital act of charity to the diocese and to the parish. If you
