Mysteries of the Rosary 
The Decades and Mysteries 
 
The traditional Rosary is divided into three parts, 
each having five mysteries: Glorious, Joyful and 
Sorrowful. In his apostolic letter The Rosary of 
the Virgin Mary, Pope John Paul II proposed a 
new set of mysteries, which he called the 
Luminous, and which concern the period of the 
public life of Our Lord. For those who wish to 
say all 20 decades at once during the course of 
a day, they may be said in the following order: 
Joyful, Luminous, Sorrowful and Glorious.  

For each decade of the rosary, announce the 
mystery and pray one Our Father, ten Hail 
Marys, and One Glory be while meditating 
upon some aspect of that mystery.
